Communication
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Learning takes place in a total communication environment supported by specialist staff. Each student will have an individual communication assessment and plan to support them in connecting with others and exercising greater control and independence to live, learn and thrive.
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Sensory and Physical

Students have access to MSI qualified staff as well as a full sensory curriculum; where functional sensory assessment findings can be embedded into an individual’s programme, to meet their specific learning and development needs.

Wellbeing

Our learning programmes take a holistic approach to develop spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical wellbeing. Students have access to their own personal support plans and where required, positive behaviour support. Students are encouraged to think positively about themselves, develop their own lifelong strategies to support their ongoing and future success.
